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Terms and Conditions 

 
1. The ‘PBSSS 100 Club’ – otherwise known as the BONUS BALL shall commence on 1st May 2010.
2. The subscription to the ‘PBSSS 100 Club’ shall be £4 per month per number, payable by standing order on the 1st of every month.
3. Members may have multiple subscriptions.
4. Anybody over the age of 16 can become a member of the ‘PBSSS 100 Club’. Membership is not restricted to those associated with ‘Perry Beeches SSS swimming club, and you are encouraged to get family and friends to join. (The more members we have, the bigger the prize fund will be!)
5. The ‘PBSSS 100 Club’ shall not be limited to 100 members.
6. A member is eligible for inclusion in the draw for any month so long as the subscription for that month has been paid.
7. Each member is allocated a permanent number in the monthly draw at £4 per number. This number shall remain that member’s number while their subscription is up to date. This number will be allocated by the administrator.
8. There will be one prize draw each month.  There will be a minimum of three PBSSS club members (aged 16 or over) present at each draw.
9. In any matter requiring adjudication, the decision of the ‘Perry Beeches SSS’ committee shall be final. The committee shall also have the power to amend or revoke these rules at their discretion, and will provide reasonable notice to the members where necessary. The monthly prizes awarded will depend on the number of members in ‘PBSSS 100 Club’ 
10. Prize Fund will be 50% of Monthly Subscription e.g. £200 received (50 x £4) £100 will be paid out 1st £60, 2nd £30 and 3rd £10 (i.e. 1st 60%, 2nd 30% and 3rd 10%)
11. The administrator will make all reasonable efforts to pay prizes to the winners within 1 week of the draw.
12. Winner’s names will be displayed on the club notice board at Beeches Pool & on the website after each draw.
13. A list of all members of the club will be available to view on request, as will a list of all winners to date.

14. After the months prize money has been given out, any remaining money will be used towards helping the club support itself, and will be kept in the PBSSS fundraising account
15. The ‘PBSSS 100 Club’ is formally registered with Birmingham City Council, in accordance with the Gambling Act 2005
